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COOPERATION AGREEMENT
on implementation of double degree educational programmes

between
Saint Petersburg State University
and
Lappeenranta-Lahti University of Technology

The Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution of Higher Education “Saint-Petersburg State
University”, Russia, (hereinafter referred to as SPbU), providing educational services on the basis of
License No, 2063 issued by the Federal Service for the Supervision of Education and Science
(Rosobrnadzor), duly represented by its Deputy Rector for Foreign Affairs Sergey Andryushin, acting
on the basis of proxy No. 28-21-506 dated 31.12.2019 and Lappeenranta-Lahti University of
Technology (hereinafter referred to as LUT), duly represented by Director for Study and International
Affairs Janne Hokkanen have entered into this Agreement as follows.
1. Scope of the Agreement
105 SPbU and LUT (hereinafter referred to as Parties, Universities, Partner Universities)
have entered in this Agreement on Cooperation for implementation double degree master
educational programmes "Information Business Analytics" (SPbU) and "Business Analytics "
(LUT) (hereinafter referred to as Programmes)
1.2, The purpose of this Agreement is strengthening the relations between SPbU and LUT.
This gives students of the Partner Universities the opportunity, to receive a degree from SPbU
and LUT, provided the successfully completed the Programmes. It means the shared use
Partners’ educational resources, coordination of educational programmes and recognition of
learning outcomes, academic terms and credits (ECTS) without the use of any additional
confirmation procedures.

2. Main principles for implementation of Programmes at Partner Universities:

2.1. The SPbU implements the “Information Business Analytics™ master educational programme in
the ~Business Informatics™ field of study, with 4 academic semesters, duration 2 years full-time
studies, total 120 credits (ECTS). LUT implements the “Business Analytics™ Programme, with
4 academic semesters, duration 2 years full-time studies, total 120 credits (ECTS).

The Programmes are officially approved and implemented jointly by the Universities.

2.2. The starting year for implementation of the Programmes is 2021.

2.3, LUT nominates students of the “Business Analytics” Programme who intend to be enrolled in
the “Information Business Analytics™ Programme at SPbU are enrolled in accordance with
SPbU rules and regulations.

2.4.  SPbU nominates students of the “Information Business Analytics” Programme who intend to be
enrolled in the “Business Analytics™ Programme at LUT are enrolled in accordance with LUT
rules and regulations.

2.5. The total number of students in the Programmes is 10 — 5 from each of the Partner Universities.

3. Programme management

3.1. Each of the Partner Universities is responsible for the implementation of the Programmes at their
University in accordance with this Agreement and appoints the Programme Coordinator
responsible for coordinating implementation of the Programme. The Partner Universities inform
each other about Programme Coordinators and their contacts.

3.2. The Programme Coordinator is responsible for the following:

3.2.1. monitoring the implementation of the Programme;

3.2.2. providing advisory support to students and teachers on issues related to the Programmes;

3.2.3. monitoring the demand for graduates of the Programme by employers;

3.2.4. making proposals on improving the Programmes, and making proposals on changing the

internal university regulations that affect the implementation of the Programmes;
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3.2.5. organising the work on creating the Council for the Programmes. .
3.3. The purpose of the Council for the Programmes is to formulate proposals on the strategic
development of the Programmes and on the topics of the courses provided by visiting teachers.
3.4. The Council for the Programmes includes an equal number of representatives from cach of the
Partner Universities.
3.5. The Partics agree to post on their web resources information about the partner university,
including reference link to the universities' websites.

4. Procedures governing admissions and enrolment in the Programmes

4.1. The number of places, the terms for applying and performing other Procedures related to
admission and enrolment are annually agreed by the Parties, taking into account the current
admission rules and requirements of national legislation, within the terms determined by
national legislation, in the year preceding the year when the program starts at the partner
University.

4.2. The competitive selection procedure for enrolment in the Programmes is determined by the
requirements of the current national legislation and in accordance with the admissions rules at
the Partner Universities. The Parties inform each other about the results of the competitive
selection process before the date designated in accordance with subsection 4.1 of this
Agreement.

4.3. Students of the “Business Analytics” Program at LUT are allowed to participate in the

competition for admission to the “Information Business Analytics™ Program at SPBU only if
they speak Russian and English at the B2 level.
Students of the Information Business Analytics Program at SPBU are allowed to participate in
the competition for admission to the Business Analytics Program at LUT only if they have
obtained an approved English language qualification: a minimum of TOEFL 80 iBT/550 PBT,
IELTS 6.0 or PTE Academic 54 or Cambridge CAE or CPE level C; a language certificate
provided by the home University is NOT valid.

4.4. The Partner Universities inform the students about the procedures for competitive selection.

4.5. The Parties regularly inform each other about the rules of competitive selecting to ensure the
transparency of the process and guarantee its compliance with the principle of non-
discrimination.

4.6. The decision on the enrolment in the Programmes is approved at Partner Universities in
accordance with the regulation of the Partner Universities.

5. Organization of the teaching and learning process

5.1. Students enrolled in the Partner University Programme must follow the rules and requirements
of the host University.

5.2. The languages of instruction in the Programme, and the languages of the interim and final
assessment are Russian and English at SPbU and English at LUT.

5.3. The starting date of training in the “Information Business Analytics”™ Programme at SPbU is
September 1 in the first academic year (a possible option - not later than October 30 in the first
academic year), in the “Business Analytics™ Programme at LUT is the first week of September.
The academic calendars for the Programmes are subject to approval by the Parties and must be
an Annex 1 to this Agreement.

5.4. The academic terms for the Partner University students at SPbU are 3-4 semesters. In the course
of studies at SPbU, students must complete a part of the approved SPbU educational programme
of no less than 60 ECTS in accordance with applicable at the time of learning the curriculum.

5.5. The academic terms for SPbU students at the Partner University are 3-4 semesters. In the course
of studies at LUT, students must complete a part of the approved LUT educational programme
of no less than 60 ECTS in accordance with applicable at the time of learning the curriculum.

5.6.  The Parties inform each other about the grades received by the students of the Programmes.
Grades are accounted according to scales listed in Annex 2.

5.7. 'The dismissal of the Program is held in accordance with the rules of the host University. If a
student is dismissed from the Programme in the Partner University, he (or she) continues his
(her) studies at the Programme in the home University.

5.8. The Programmes include writing and defence of a Graduation Thesis as well as final assessment
in accordance with the rules established in each of the Partner Universities. The topics of the
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Graduation Theses, the content of final assessment, and procedure related to final assessment
must be approved by the Partner University.

5.9. The research supervisors and consultants (hereinafter referred to as Co-supervisors) of the
Graduation Thesis are appointed by SPbU and LUT.

5.10. The final assessment board for the defence of Graduation Thesis includes representatives from
each of the Partner Universities. The meetings of the Board can be held in the format of a
physical meeting or a distant meeting (by online conference).

5.11. The date of final assessment for the Programmes must be not later than June 30*. Upon
successful completion of the Programmes, the student is issued a diploma of Master of Science in
Business Administration of LUT and a diploma of Master of Business Informatics of SPbU. The
issuance procedure is determined by each Party independently.

* if the starting date of the Programmes is September 1.

6. Financial conditions

6.1. Students will be personally responsible for all costs relating to their studies on the Programmes,
including but not limited to following: all travel expenses, compulsory insurance, including
medical and travel insurance, accommodation and living expenses, all costs associated with
applying for and obtaining appropriate visas and travel documentation, all costs associated with
studies (textbooks etc.), all other debts incurred during the course of their stay tuition fee or
fees.

6.2. Students are personally responsible for the host University tuition fees. Payment for the first year
of study is made according to the general rules of partner universities; payment for the second
academic year for LUT students, studying at SPbU, is made according to the general rules of
SPbU, and for SPbU students, studying at LUT, according to the rules of LUT.

6.3. The host University provides support to students with accommodation to be paid for in

accordance with the established fees.

6.4. The host University facilitates access 1o the educational resources required for preparing the
Graduation Thesis to the students.

6.5. Depending on the available financing options at each of the Partner Universities, students
enrolled in the Programmes may be awarded scholarships. The possible scholarships and their
amounts are to be agreed by the Partner Universities annually before the beginning of the
selection procedures for the Programme.

6.6. Additional funding for the Programmes*: LUT and SPbU offer covering for 50% of the tuition

fee.

7. Liability of the Parties

7.1. In the case of non-performance or undue performance of obligations, the Parties bear
responsibility as set forth by the legislation of the home countries of the Partner Universities.

7.2.  The Partner Universities are excused from their liabilities for failure to perform any or all of
their obligations under this Agreement if the said non-performance is caused by circumstances
beyond their control (force majeure circumstances). These circumstances have to arise after the
Agreement have been signed by the Partner Universities; they have to be of extraordinary,
unforeseen and unavoidable character, and be beyond the Partner Universities’ reasonable
control.

7.3. The Partner that cannot perform its obligations under this Agreement due to force majeure
circumstances must immediately send a written notice to the other Partner about the
commencement of such circumstances, enclosing the relevant documentary evidence.

7.4. In the case of force majeure circumstances, the term of fulfilment of obligations under the
Agreement must be extended proportionally to the duration of such circumstances and their
CONSEquences.

8. Duration of the Agreement, amendment and termination of the Agreement

8.1. This Agreement enters into force from the day on which it is signed by the Parties and shall
remain in effect for 5 years.

8.2. All changes and additions to this Agreement, including the extension of the term of the
Agreement, are subject to approval by the Parties and must be introduced through signing
additional agreements to this Agreement.
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8.3. This Agreement may be terminated by either Party upon giving a prior notice in writing to the
other Party not later than 6 (six) months before the termination of the Agreement. Students
enrolled in the Programme must have the opportunity to complete the Programme in accordance
with the rules at the time of admission to the Programme.

9. Quality control

9.1.  Each Partner University ensures that the qualily of the programme is in compliance with the
national requirements for assessing the quality of educational programmes.

9.2.  Each University ensures the required quality of education, by using all the material, technical,
informational, personnel, financial and other available resources.

This Agreement is signed in four copies, two copies in Russian and two copies in English. In the case
of the discrepancies between the language versions of this Agreement, the English version shall
prevail. Each Partner University receives one copy of the Agreement in Russian and in English.
