MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
between

NEUXP SDN BHD, MALAYSIA
and
SAINT-PETERSBURG UNIVERSITY,
RUSSIAN FEDERATION

NeuXP Sdn Bhd, a company incorporated in Malaysia (hereinafter referred to as “NeuXP),
represented by its Chief Executive Office, Jeremy Mah and “Federal State Budgetary
Educational Institution of Higher Education “Saint-Petersburg State University” (hereinafter
referred to as SPbU), duly represented by its Vice-Rector for International Affairs Sergey
Andryushin, acting on the basis of proxy dated 26.09.2022 Ne32-06-352, hereinafter together
referred to as the “Parties” and solely to as the “Party”, enter into this Memorandum of
Understanding (hereinafter referred to as “MOU™).

1 GENERAL PROVISIONS

The Parties hereby sign this MOU which throughout its text shall not be construed to create
any legal obligation on the part of either party or provide a private right or cause of action for
or by any person or entity.

WHEREAS, the Parties seek to increase cooperation and coordination that will foster the
promotion of activities between the two companies on the basis of existing good relations,
equality, and mutual benefit. They are (1) Promotion of the China-ASEAN New Smart City
Innovation and Entreprencurship Competition to students of the University, (2) Setting up of a
virtual incubation centre to promote cross border activities for startups, and (3) Establish a
research centre on Banking law (also Islamic) putting together the most authoritative scholars
and practitioners of the field.

WHEREAS, the Parties recognize the importance of cooperation to stimulate business
activities between two companies that will result in increased prosperity for both Parties.

With the objective in mind, the parties have agreed to implement, based on the principle of
reciprocity. The parties agree to have the intention of collaboration activities in the future to
fulfil the common interest of the parties.

NeuXP and University will jointly endeavor to accomplish the above objective as the two
parties will agree.

2 INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

2.1.The Parties agree to abide by intellectual property rights of each Party created before the
conclusion of the present Agreement.

2.2.The intellectual property rights created under the present Agreement will belong to the
Party created the intellectual property.
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2.3.Inrespect to intellectual property jointly created by the Parties under the present Agreement
the Parties agree to conclude a separate agreement on the legal protection, utilization and
ensuring of confidentiality of such intellectual property.

3 DURATION AND TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT

3.1.The Agreement shall enter into effect on the date of its signature by the Parties and shall
be valid for a period of 5 (five) years, but may be renewed by mutual written consent.

3.2.Any changes to the Agreement shall be subject to the written consent of both Parties.

3.3.This Agreement may be terminated by either Party at any time provided that the terminating
Party gives written notice of its intention at least six months prior to termination.

4 FINAL PROVISIONS

4.1.Should any dispute or disagreement arise between the Parties connected with or concerning
the Agreement, the Parties shall first try to resolve the dispute by negotiations. If the dispute
has not been resolved by such negotiations within 30 days since the dispute arose, the
Parties shall be free to submit the dispute to a court of the respondent’s place of business.
The applicable law is law of the country where the questionable commitment arose.

4.2 Both Parties shall not use names and logos of the other Party without its prior consent, if it
is not directly related to the performance of obligations under this Agreement except as
provided by law.

4.3.The Parties agree to post on their websites reciprocally information about the partner,
including reference link to the universities' websites and links to online courses/ Massive
Open Online Courses (MOOCs).

4.4. Two copies of this Agreement are signed in English; one copy for each Party.
